MESSAGE FROM THE MAYOR:

Harvest has wrapped up and the temperature
has come down. School is starting, so we need
to watch for kids. Covid-19 may have had your
attention, but now you need to pay attention
to the "clear view " at intersections. Some
places have gone "wild" with growth! Cut back
brush and move vehicles and trailers so we can
see traffic, kids on bikes, or kids walking. We
expect code enforcement will be contacting
problem areas.
